Latest news from RPA 

We had a visit from our Regional Lead at the RPA in November and the main focus of the 

BNED LEADER team is to enhance our promotion and work on a different approach to 

ensure all funding is allocated before March 2019. Funding could be taken from our area 

and given to higher spending LEADER groups so the message to applicants is to get those 

applications in to give yourself the best chance of accessing the funding available.  

 

Applications 

We now have 5 contracted projects totalling £175,751. These include updates to a 

swimming school, building of lodges for a farm diversification project, equipment for a milk 

parlour, a hydraulic sawmill and refurbishments at a Civic Centre. 16 applicants are currently 

being supported to develop their Full Application, with 4 Full Applications in the appraisal 

process.
